Keynote Speakers
Barry Holtz, Ph.D

Barry W. Holtz is dean of the William Davidson Graduate School of Jewish Education and the Theodore 
and Florence Baumritter Professor of Jewish Education at The Jewish Theological Seminary. He leads 
courses in teaching classical texts, professional development for teachers, philosophy of Jewish 
education, and current issues confronting Jewish education. 
Dr. Holtz has written and edited numerous publications in the field of Jewish education, including: Back to 
the Sources: Reading the Classic Jewish Texts, Finding Our Way: Jewish Texts and the Lives We Lead 
Today, The Schocken Guide to Jewish Books, and Your Word Is Fire: The Hasidic Masters on 
Contemplative Prayer (written with Arthur Green). His most recent book, Textual Knowledge: Teaching the 
Bible in Theory and in Practice, was published by JTS Press in 2003. It received the National Jewish Book 
Award for education in 2004.

Dr. Holtz served for twelve years as co-director of JTS's Melton Research Center for Jewish Education, where he supervised 
the writing and publication of several volumes of the Melton Graded Curriculum materials for Jewish schools across North 
America. A native of Boston and a graduate of Tufts University, Barry Holtz received his doctorate from Brandeis University.

Rabbi Karyn Kedar
Rabbi Kedar teaches and lectures as a scholar-in-residence around the country and is widely 
recognized as an inspiring speaker who guides people in their spiritual and personal growth. She is a 
distinguished author of such books as God Whispers: Stories of the Soul, Lessons of the Heart and 
most recently, Bridge to Forgiveness: stories and prayers for finding God and restoring wholeness.  She 
has contributed to several anthologies, and has created liturgical work which appears in the new prayer 
book for the Reform Movement, Mishkan T’filah.   
Rabbi Kedar was ordained in 1985 and has the distinction of being the first woman rabbi to serve in 
Jerusalem. She is affiliated with national organizations such as CCAR and Jewish Women International, 
and was selected as one of their “10 Women to Watch” in 2004. She has held a national post for ARZA 
and is a member of the Rabbinic Cabinet of JUF. She serves as the Rabbi of Congregation B'nai
